Sermons for July 
 

During the month of July we will celebrate freedom, look at love, and discover why being differ-
ent is a good thing in the kingdom of God. 
 
July 4 - On the Sunday on which our country celebrates itôs birthday, we will read the story of 
Jesus confrontation with the religious and civil leaders of his day in Matthew 22: 15-22 and in a 
sermon titled ñFreedom,ò discover the ways in which Jesus life and teaching has instructed and 
informed the Baptist core identity as a people defined by religious freedom and the fiery topic of 
the Separation of Church and State. 
 
July 11 - This week we will read Luke 10: 25-37, and in a sermon titled ñLikewise, Iôm Sureò we 
will engage the story of the Good Samaritan which reminds us of Jesusô call to offer love and 
healing to even the hated and outcast. 
 
July 18 - The story of Mary and Martha and their individual responses to Jesusô presence in Luke 
10: 38-42 begs the reader to behave like a panelist on the television show ñThe Marriage Refò 
and ask the question, ñWhoôs right?ò  Perhaps the best answer is ñyes.ò  Both Mary and Martha 
respond to Christ in a way faithful to who God created them to be.  This is a good reminder to 
us to be faithful to our self and our God, and to make room for the ñothersò in Godôs vineyard. 
 
July 25 - Imagine going into a fine restaurant and ordering a delicious omelet only to be served a 
plate full of cockroaches.  This is the image painted by Jesus in Luke 11: 1-13 and the message of 
The Lordôs Prayer and Jesusô parable to follow which express Godôs limitless power, love and 
mercy.  This weekôs sermon ñEggsò will remind us all of the boundless capacity of Godôs love. 
 
All this and all sorts of wonderful fellowship, special music and more will fill our summer wor-
ship at Quaker Hill.  Why not invite along a friend or 2, and Iôll see you in the pew?
